God’s Personal Assistants

If you have ever planned a large-scale event, whether
it’s a musical performance or a religious conference,
you may have dealt with someone’s personal assistant.
Possibly this person would be a representative of the
keynote speaker or the master of ceremonies for the
local bishop; perhaps it's even the staffer of a local poli-
tician or the lackey of a well-known musical act.

Personal assistants are masters of stewardship — over-
seeing things in their boss’ absence. They prepare the
way. This person’s job is to get everything ready for the
person in charge, so that when he or she shows up —
whoever he or she is — it’s smooth sailing for them to
do whatever it is they need to do: sing, speak, pray,
mingle, what-have-you. It's usually a big job full of little
things, a gig where attention to detail is key.

God is the guest of honor in our life, the keynote speak-
er, the main event. And what He wants — what He
needs — to do is to change our hearts. Constantly,
over, and over, and over again.

We are all His personal assistants in this endeavor. We
need to prepare the way of the Lord, to make straight
His paths. We need to make everything ready so that
when He shows up — however He shows up, whether
it's in the form of a neighbor in need or a burning bush
right in front of us — everything is ready for Him to do
His job.

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Spiritual Practices

Ignatian Spirituality

Our world is full of suffering and evil. The Christian term
for this disorder is sin. In his autobiography, Ignatius
described himself as scrupulous about his sinfulness.
The only way he could escape his scrupulosity was to
embrace the mercy of God. He explained that sin can be
seen through two prisms: 1) Lack of gratitude in the
face of God’s continuing gifts. 2) Lack of reverence for
God. During Advent, the church, as well as the Spiritual
Exercises, focus on sin and forgiveness, and preparing
for Christ’s coming. Through prayer, we try to uncover
ways that we lack reverence or gratitude - how we are
pulled from God toward self. As we do so, the Spiritual
Exercises direct us to ask for two graces: Shame that
we’ve hurt God through our sinfulness, and confusion
that we could still sin, even as we are so loved.

The next meeting of the Spiritual Exercises in Everyday
Life (SEEL) will be Dec. 11 at 9 a.m. online. The theme
will be the The Kingdom of God. To learn more about
